1800’s

8 Hour exposures

First photographs images were not permanent

Images faded and not reproducible

A Permanent Image

Daguerre found a way of “fixing" the photographic
Used hyposulphate of soda as the fixing agent
Now he had a permanent image

The birth of film/picture developing

Wet Colloidal Process

Collodion process

Chemical mixture poured on glass plate

The plate was placed in another solution where a chemical reaction occurred
Plate removed, placed in camera and exposed

Finally developed in another solution

Made a type of negative which could be reproduced

Was a lengthy process

George Eastman

Wanted to record images on a trip to Santo Domingo

Purchased a camera, large heavy box, chemicals, tripod, etc. (used colloidon process)
Thought it would be great if one did not have to pour chemicals

Became aware of such process being developed in Europe

Countless hours experimenting in his mothers kitchen

It is important to preserve color information

Allows for the best conversion of tones to black and white

Convert after you process the best color image

If you shoot RAW use monochrome setting so your LED produces B&W *
